1. 
Student may obtain a DPR by Teacher and/or Parent Request.

2. 
Student will be informed of the procedure by Mrs. Boyer, the counselor

3. 
Student is to pick up the DPR before school everyday from Mrs. Boyer’s office.

4. 
At the beginning of each period, student is to write the homework assigned for that day in the designated area then give the DPR to the teacher even if there is a substitute.

5. 
Student is to give the DPR to a parent/guardian after school for review and a signature.

6. 
Parents please sign the DPR, check the homework listed and give it back to the student to return it to Mrs. Boyer on the following day. Parents, if the student did not fill out the form to your satisfaction or teacher responses are not up to satisfaction please issue an effective and consistent consequence.

7. 
Student must return the DPR to Mrs. Boyer on the following day.
8. 
At the end of each grading period a review of effective use of DPR will be done.
Please Note: The use of the Daily Progress Report is to provide daily updates on student progress and provide daily communication between teachers, parents, and counselor.  It is important to set expectations for the students to be measured by teacher comments on the DPR.  The effectiveness of this tool will be determined by parent accountability and student responsibility. I have attached an Academic Contract for your use as needed.
